INTERNAL EVIDENCE:

Prophecy in Genesis 3:15 is fulfilled in Matthew 1:18:
This is how the birth of Jesus the Messiah came about: His mother Mary was pledged to be married
to Joseph, but before they came together, she was found to be pregnant through the Holy Spirit.

This prophecy in Deuteronomy 18:15 is fulfilled in John 6:14:
After the people saw the sign Jesus performed, they began to say, “Surely this is the Prophet who is
to come into the world.

EXTERNAL EVIDENCE:

Pool of Siloam: John 9:1-7

Tel Dan Stela proved that King David was a real person, he reigned as King of Israel, and he was
the founder of the kingdom of Judah.

Dead Sea Scrolls: Comprise a vast collection of Jewish documents written in Hebrew, Aramaic,
and Greek. They include manuscripts or fragments of every book in the Hebrew Bible except

the Book of Esther, all of them created nearly one thousand years earlier than any previously 4
known biblical manuscripts.
